Midlands Crime Stoppers is a 501(C)3 non-profit organization (charity) that started in 1982 to help combat 
crime in the area. A volunteer Board of Directors provides direction as to the financial and promotional activi-
ties of the program. Our Board takes great pride in the fact that 91.7% of all expenses were devoted to pro-
gram services during the last reported year of 2017. 
  
Midlands Crime Stoppers is funded by private donations and fundraising. NO TAX DOLLARS are involved. 
The reward money paid out by the program is from the fundraising and donations from concerned citizens and 
businesses. 
  
A community Board of Directors, made up of persons from throughout the Midlands area, meet on a monthly 
basis to evaluate arrests and to decide on reward amounts to be paid. Rewards are then distributed in a private 
manner to the tipsters using the unique Tip ID & password provided. Tipsters are eligible for rewards up to 
$1,000 when their tip leads to an arrest.
